Working with the donors, we agreed to use 

half of this for Weald Family Hub support and the remaining £30,000 to set up a Care Fund for the local community, providing crisis and 

emergency support. This has been launched in early 2023

In 2020 a donation of £15,000 was received from the Friends of St Mary's as part of the Tower repair works - this was carried forward against 

invoices paid in early 2021.

2022 2021

In 2019 donations were made at the service led by the Archbishop of Canterbury amounting to £2,508 for Christians Against Poverty.  Dialogue 

commenced with CAP regarding the possibility of using the donation to go toward funding a local CAP Debt Manager where currently there is no 

local provision.  CAP were in favour of this and further donations towards the cost of running this were received in 2021.  In 2022 all funds were 

paid to CAP for their existing facilities, as we were unable to meet the criteria for a local team. We are continuing to work with CAP with their 

Life Skills programme starting in 2023

In 2020 a settlement claim of £30,000 was reached regarding the repeated damage to the church wall. Work is ongoing to establish the most 

appropriate action to avoid further damage, for which this fund will be used. Architect costs have been paid in both 2022 and 2021 in respect of 

this project.
